B. Tech. in Electrical Engineering and B. Tech. in Electronics and Communication Engineering
under the Faculty of Technology. Accordingdynew building for the Faculty of Technology is
planned to be set upright in the heart of North Campus. Infrastructural expansions including two
blocks for Office and Laboratory in Maurice Nagar and two new hostels in Dhakka Complex are
underway. For the anvenience of students residing in various parts of Delhi, Facilitation Centres
are being set up in Najafgarh (West Delhi), Bhawana (Namtist Delhi), SurajmaVihar (East
Delhi), and Fatehpur Beri (South Delhi) to deal with various administrative matters
